Video games also offer ways for kids to collaborate and
learn basic principles of teamwork and sharing,
while increasing logical thinking and eye-hand co-
ordination due to movements needed to effectively
navigate a mouse.
Technology is creating common platforms of social-
ization and exchange of information. Through
blogging, many youths feel they have a opinion on dif-
ferent social issues and learning about other people’'s
perspectives as well.
Text messaging can also be a developmental tool. Re-
searchers from Coventry University studied 88 children
aged between 10-12 to understand the impact of text
messaging on their language skills. They found that the
use of “textisms” could be having a positive im-
pact on reading development and a positive effect
on the way children interact with language, rather than
harming literacy.
